Bistrita, orasul pasajelor
(Bistrita, the city of passageways)

Municipiul Bistrita este cel mai nordic burg
medieval al Romaniei, fondat in sec. al Xll-lea de
colonistii germani veniti in Transilvania de pe vaile
Moselei si Luxemburgului. Initial localitatea s-a
numit Nosa, probabil de la zona din care
proveneau primii fondatori. Tinutul Bistritei se
numeste si acum in limba germana Nosnerland.

in anul 1264 un document emis de Papa
Urban al IV-lea consemneaza pentru prima data
denumirea de BISTRICHE.

1352 - Regele Ludovic de Anjou acorda
Bistritei titlul de “ oras liber regal” - autonomie
economica, juridica si politica, inclusiv dreptul de
a avea un blazon.

Orasul Bistrita este numit “orasul pasajelor”
deoarece zona veche are 22 de stradute inguste
peste care se intind arcuri si bolti medievale..
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Bistrita is Romania's northernmost medieval
borough, founded in the 12th century by the German
colonists coming from Mosel and Luxemburg Valleys.
The place was initially called Nosa, probably in the
memory of the area to which its founders belonged.
Nowadays the county is still called Nosnerland in
German.

In 1264 a document issued by Pope
Urban IV first mentioned the name of the town as
BISTRICHE.

In 1352, King Louis of Anjou declared
Bistrita a “free royal town" and recognized the right to
economical, judicial and political autonomy,
including that of having its own armorial bearings.

Bistrita is known as a fown of
passageways because the old town still has 22
narrow streets overlooked by medieval arcades and
vaults.




Ansamblul Sugalete (The Sugalete Ensemble)
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In anul 1465 cele 22 de bresle ale oro§ului reusesc sa fortifice orasul cu ziduri de piatra de
pana la 10 m inaltime si 1,5 m latime. Exteriorul zidurilor este dublat de un sant cu apa care
alimentau morile din intreg orasul.

La adapostul acestor ziduri bistritenii construiesc din 1480 in Piata Centrala unul din cele mai
lungi ansambluri arhitecturale medievale din estul Europei, cu arcade la parter, numit Ansamblul
Sugalete.

Intre strazile largi care porneau din Piata Centrala si zidurile cetatii au fost trasate strazi
Inguste, pietonale care azi se numesc simplu “ pasaje”. Centrul istoric al Bistritei pastreaza 22 de
pasaje , cel mai mare numar de pasaje in burgurile transilvane.

In 1465, the guilds of the town succeeded in fortifying 10 m tall and 1.5 m wide stone walls. At
the exterior, these walls were fitted with a water ditch, also meant to supply water to the mills in
town.

From 1480 onwards, in The Main Square, under the shelter of the fortress walls, the local
people built one of Eastern Europe s longest medieval architectural ensembles of arched ground-
floor passageways- the so called Sugalete Ensemble.

Between the large streets starting from The Main Square and the fortress walls, narrow,
pedestrian passageways running along the town were made. Nowadays, they are simply called
“‘passageways . The historical centre of the town still has 22 such passageways, the greatest
number of them, like no other borough in Transylvania.






Biserica Evanghelica (The Evangelical Church)

Biserica Evanghelica este cel mai reprezentativ simbol arhitectural al orasului.
Construita din secolul al Xlll-lea, in mai multe etape, biserica de tip hala, de mari
dimensiuni, are cel mai inalt turn bisericesc din piatra din Transilvania - 76 m. Formele
gotice ale bisericii sunt imbracate in stilul Renasterii de un mester italian care a lucrat la
Bistrita in vremea lui Michelangelo.

The Evangelical Church is the most representative architectural symbol of the town. Built
in stages from the 13 century onwards, its tower is the tallest stone church tower in
Transylvania - 76 m. The Gothic forms of the church are arrayed with elements of
Renaissance style by an Italian craftstman who worked in Bistrita by the time of
Michelangelo.

Castelul Dracula ( Dracula Castle)

Astfel, legenda unui roman influenteaza real un tinut si o zona in care frumusetea naturii
Indeamna la poveste.

It is the epoch of mail coaches setting off from the small square towards Sibiu, Keakow or
Vienna, and reaching destinations after wearisome fravels.

According to the legend, by coach too, that Bram Stoker's hero, Jonathan Harker, traveled
from Bistrita through Bargau Passage, to meet Count Dracula.

Thus, the legend of a novel real influenced a land and an area where the beauty of nature
urges story.
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Turnul Dogarilor (The Coopers’ Tower)

The spirit of tolerance,
understanding and co-operation
has been dominant, continuing a
tradition which creates an idyllic
atmosphere in a town where
people known each other, an
atmosphere that gives peace of
mind and invites to long sejours and
nostalgic returns.

1910 - 1911

Noua cladire a Gimnaziului Evanghelic C.A. (azi Colegiul National “Liviu Rebreanu”) a fost construita
in numai doi ani, pe Aleea Mécelarilor (azi B.dul Republicii nr.8) intre anii 1908 — 1910.

In ziua de 8 septembrie 1910, la ora 8 dimineata, profesorii §i elevii §i-au luat rimas bun de la vechiul gimnaziu.

The new building of the
Evangelical A.C. Gymnasium ( Liviu
Rebreanu Natinal College) was
built in only two years, beftween
1908 and 1910 on Butcher's Alley
(8, Republicii Bulevard).

On 8 September 1910 at 8
o clock in the morning the teachers
and students bid farewell fo the old
school building as they marched
towards the new one through the
Butcher's Gate Passage (Spiru Haret
Street).

The official inauguration took
place a year later on 11 September
1911 in the presence of the
Evangelical C.A. bishop from Sibiu,
dr. Friedrich Teutsch.
